State of Sanitation in Nandi County
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Sanitation coverage? Why does coverage matter?

Sanitation is a constitutional right
in Kenya, the responsibility for
which rests on the shoulders of the
County Government.

Universal access to improved
sanitation yields maximum health,
social and economic benefits.
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Nandi is ranked number 15 out of 47° in the county sanitation benchmarking by the MOH

according to the following key indicators:
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Nandi County loses 483 million KES each year due
to poor sanitation®. This includes losses due to access
time, premature death, health care costs and productivity. This
estimate does not include some costs that could be significant
(such as water pollution and tourism) and is therefore likely to
under-estimate the true cost of poor sanitation.
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Why does stunting matter?

Unimproved sanitation and open defecation
have been linked to low height for age scores
in children. Stunted children suffer a higher
mortality due to infectious diseases such as
diarrhoea, pneumonia and measles as well
as being more likely to have poorer cognitive
and educational outcomes. Adults who are
stunted are more likely to earn less.

There are sanitation products and services
available in the county which are affordable to
the poorest members of the community.

The county has developed a sanitation funding
plan.

Adequate funding is available from county
government to implement planned sanitation
activities.

Funding is being utilized effectively for sanitation
activities.

M&E

A monitoring and evaluation system for
sanitation is in place.

The county has the capacity and resources to
carry out M&E activities.

MG&E results are used to inform and improve
sanitation program implementation in the county.
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Why does this matter?

A thorough understanding of the strengths and challenges of
coverage rates, ranking and enabling environment provides the
county with an opportunity to put the building blocks in place
for accelerated access to improved sanitation.
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The Water and Sanitation Program is a multi-
donor partnership administered by the World
Bank to support poor people in obtaining
affordable, safe, and sustainable access to
water and sanitation services.
